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Chapter 3 Policy for sustainable recycling and a nature-symbiotic society

1. Environmental vision wanted by residents of Okinawa Prefecture

The Okinawa Prefectural Government conducted a questionnaire survey of residents’
environmental awareness and environmental vision regarding what residents want. From FY 2001 to
2021, residents mostly expressed their desire for a society in harmony with beautiful nature. On the
other hand, the ratios of respondents who selected “a material-cycle and recycle society” and “an
energy conservation and low-carbon society” have been less than those of other visions from FY
2001, although the challenges about these visions are very important within and outside of Japan.
Therefore, these results as described above indicate that the importance of the natural environment
is understood by residents, and it is important to implement public awareness activities of the
material-cycle and a low-carbon society.

2. Basic stance and structure of the policy

This plan is formulated based on the basic philosophy of the Okinawa Prefecture Basic
Environment Ordinance and sets the environmental vision of Okinawa Prefecture as a sustainable,
circulating, and inclusive society for inheriting an abundant blessing of nature in Okinawa.

In Chapter 1, to achieve the environmental vision of Okinawa Prefecture, seven basic objectives
are set. Then, in Chapter 2, environmental conditions and challenges are described for each basic
objective. This section shows the stance of various policies and implementations based on Chapters
1 and 2 and the environmental vision wanted by residents of Okinawa Prefecture, as described above.

The next pages contain the outline of the structure of policy. This shows the basic polices and the
development of policies on each of the seven basic objectives. The basic polices show the directions
of policies, and the policies are then developed based on these directions.

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3. Achieving a sustainable, circulating, and inclusive society for inheriting an

abundant blessing of nature in Okinawa

This section shows measures for achieving the environmental vision of Okinawa Prefecture’s
sustainable, circulating, and inclusive society for inheriting an abundant blessing of nature in
Okinawa.

To promote policies and implementations steadily, the Okinawa Prefectural Government needs to
set objectives and to regularly grasp and verify the achievement of the objectives and the progress
of polices to manage progress appropriately. Therefore, this section shows that the result index of
each policy and implementations for achieving the objectives have been set. To evaluate the
achievement of each basic objective, in addition to the existing comprehensive evaluation that
considers the progress of implementation, the new basic objective achievement index is set. The
calculated process of the basic objective achievement index is described below.

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3-1 1. Conserving and restoring the natural environment and achieving a safe and secure living
environment

The northern parts of Okinawa lIsland and Iriomote Island were registered as Natural World
Heritage sites, important areas for conserving biodiversity that are represented by globally rare
endemic species. This demonstrates the value of biodiversity in Okinawa Prefecture. In addition to
biodiversity, soil, rivers, the ocean, and the atmosphere play integral roles in Okinawa’s natural
environment, which supports the biodiversity. These environmental elements directly affect human
life. We are blessed by such a rich natural environment, and then we can have a social life. For
example, tourism utilizes the rich natural environment (beautiful oceans), daily water for life that
comes from rivers and groundwater, and seafood that comes from the rich marine environment. In
addition, the questionnaire that surveyed residents’ environmental vision indicates that residents
mostly have wanted a society in harmony with beautiful nature.

To live in harmony with nature, it is necessary to implement measures to counter the challenges
of development, overtourism, alien species, and red soil erosion, which negatively affect nature, the
living environment, fisheries, and so on.

To promote these measures, basic policies I-1, conserving and restoring the natural environment,
and I-2, achieving a safe and secure living environment, are established to effectively achieve these
goals.

3-2 Il. Building a material-cycle society in the islands

It is more difficult to treat waste in Okinawa than in other prefectures because it consists of many
islands. Therefore, it is necessary to conduct a material-cycle whenever possible. In Okinawa
Prefecture, the charge for garbage collection and the inhibition and recycling of general waste have
been promoted until now. However, the amount of general waste tends to increase. In addition,
qguestionnaire surveying residents’ environmental vision indicates that the percentage of respondents
who selected “material-cycle and recycle society” has been less than that of other visions. Therefore,
additional activities raising public awareness of the three Rs are necessary.

As an example of the implementation of industrial waste, the evaluation and recognition system of
recycled construction material, “Yuikuru,” has been promoted to reduce and recycle construction
waste. To reduce the negative effects on the environments as much as possible, the new controlled
final landfill site of industrial waste has been improved, and steps for preventing illegal waste
treatments (such as illegal dumping) have been implemented. However, challenges remain. For
example, the percentage of plastic waste recycled is less than that in Japan as a whole, indicating
that the additional measures are necessary. Additionally, a huge amount of marine litter repeatedly
drifts along and ashore. Therefore, it is necessary to continue collecting and treating this marine litter.

To promote these measures, basic policies ll-1, treating and recycling waste appropriately, and Il-
2, promoting measures against marine litter in coastal areas, have been established to achieve a
material-cycle society in the islands.

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3-3 lll. Contributing to global environmental conservation

Global environmental issues include climate change (global warming) and marine plastic issues.
To resolve such issues and achieve sustainable development, Japan has set a goal of realizing a
carbon-neutral, decarbonized society by 2050. Additionally, a plastic-free society is promoted as the
solution to marine litter.

To implement measures of climate change adaptation, the Okinawa Prefectural Government has
made large flood hazard maps. In addition, the introduction of clean energy and efficient high-energy
use equipment has been promoted to achieve a carbon-neutral society. The utilization of public
transportation has been promoted for achieving low carbonization of the traffic field. However, in
Okinawa Prefecture, the density of carbon dioxide in the atmosphere has been increasing every year.
Therefore, the continuing implementation of climate change adaptation measures and those for
achieving a carbon-neutral society are necessary. The enhancement of plastic waste recycling is
necessary for resolving the marine plastic issue.

To promote these measures, basic policies IlI-1, promote measures about global warming and
climate change, IlI-2, promote measures toward the achievement of a carbon-neutral society, I11-3,
promote measures about marine plastic litter issues, and Il1-4, promote measures about other global
environmental issues, have been established to contribute to global environmental conservation.

3-4 IV. Building a sustainable economy society in harmony with the environment

In Okinawa Prefecture, programs such as corporate social responsibility (CSR) have been
promoted by introducing business operators who have implemented environmental conservation
activities to Okinawa residents through environmental fairs and other forums. The Okinawa
Prefectural Government has promoted education and the expansion of businesses that adopt an
environmental management system. Furthermore, to promote recycling, a system of evaluating and
recognizing recycled construction materials—VYuikuru—has been initiated.

In order to develop a sustainable economy while conserving the natural environment, it is
necessary to create and introduce new environmental businesses that conserve and sustainably
utilize rich natural resources that will lead to industrial development.

Therefore, to achieve the goal of building a sustainable economy society in harmony with the
environment requires these basic policies: V-1, expansion of environmental businesses, and V-2,
developing and spreading environmentally conscious business operations. As main ways of
implementing basic policy IV-1, expansion of environmental businesses, the Okinawa Prefectural
Government promotes sustainable tourism and the next generation of vehicles. To implement basic
policy IV-2, developing and spreading environmentally conscious business operations, the Okinawa
Prefectural Government continues promoting environmental impact assessment systems.

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3-5 V. Participating in environmental conservation activities and inheritance by environmental
education

To achieve a sustainable society, the following actions are important: enhance residents’
awareness of the environments, especially children, as the next generation. Therefore, it is necessary
to pass on knowledge and thinking about the environment through environmental conservation
activities and education.

The Okinawa Prefectural Government has promoted participation by various sectors through
environmental fairs. To enhance environmental learning, the Okinawa Prefectural Government
formulated Okinawa Environmental Education Programs, whose objective is to build a sustainable
society. In addition, by attractive activities of the National Okinawa Natural History Museum, public
awareness about conservation of the natural environment has been enhanced. As an example of
challenges, it is necessary to build a system that will accommodate the participation of many more
residents.

Therefore, to help residents participate in environmental conservation activities and inheritance
by environmental education, basic policies established include V-1, promoting participation by
various sectors, and V-2, promoting environmental education. The Okinawa Prefectural Government
established an environmental volunteer center to promote participation by various sectors (V-1). The
National Okinawa Natural History Museum continues to implement activities to attract residents and
promote environmental education (V-2).

3-6 VI. Building networks to connect regions environmentally

In each region of Okinawa Prefecture, there are various special social challenges pertaining to the
environment. To resolve these social challenges, it is necessary to build networks that consist of
residents, business operators, nonprofit organizations (NPOs), research institutions (university, etc.),
and governments and to create areas for information exchange and interaction.

Until now, the Okinawa Prefectural Government has supported local residents’ voluntary
establishment of conferences to conserve and restore coral reefs. Additionally, the network
measuring marine litter in coastal areas, the Okinawa Clean Coast Network (OCCN), has been
managed by the government, various corporate bodies, volunteer organizations, and others in
Okinawa Island and isolated islands. However, some challenges include effectively sharing
information about local activities, enhancing partnerships, and increments of related populations in
isolated islands and depopulated regions.

Therefore, basic policy VI-1, networking to create a circulating and ecological economy, has been
established to achieve the objective of building networks to connect regions environmentally (VI). To
implement this policy, the Okinawa Prefectural Government promotes expanding local volunteers’
activities to conserve and restore the coral reef environment. Additionally, in measures against
marine litter in coastal areas, the Okinawa Prefectural Government promotes the coastal cleanup
activities of the OCCN and also promotes international exchange to reduce the marine litter. In
addition, through Okinawa’s SDGs platform, partnerships and cooperation with various stakeholders
are promoted.

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3-7 VII. Enhancing scientific knowledge and utilizing science technologies

The national Fifth Basic Environment Plan established the development and dissemination of
technologies supporting sustainability as a priority strategy, demonstrating their importance for
resolving the challenges of environmental issues. Also, the New Basic Plan for Okinawa 21st Century
Vision aims to comprehensively resolve various environmental issues in an integrated manner by
utilizing advanced technologies such as Al, loT, and big data, while enhancing the synergistic effect
of mutual measures.

Until now, the Okinawa Prefectural Government has promoted the utilization of new digital
technologies to implement the following environmental considerations: reducing carbon dioxide
emissions and the amount of paper used. The Okinawa Prefectural Government has also utilized
results of big data analyses of biodiversity for administrative works, made possible by the partnership
between the government and academia. In addition, the Okinawa Prefectural Government has
supported basic research to create new projects and industries.

To further promote these activities, basic policies VII-1, promoting digital technology usage, and
VII-2, promoting environmental technology development and usage, are established to meet the goal
of enhancing scientific knowledge and utilizing science technologies (VII). To promote the usage of
digital technologies (VII-1), the Okinawa Prefectural Government promotes the creation of new
tourism experiences by utilizing ICT. To promote the development and usage of environmental
technologies (VII-2), the Okinawa Prefectural Government promotes technology development in
various environmental fields.

3-8 VIII. Preventing military base issues

Although Okinawa Prefecture comprises only 0.6% of Japan’s land mass, about 70% of the entire
area exclusively used by U.S. forces throughout all of Japan is concentrated in Okinawa Prefecture,
after reversion to Japanese administration (1972).

There are many issues related to the U.S military’s presence: water pollution, aircraft noise,
offensive odors, soil pollution in returned area, accidents and incidents during military exercises, and
the impact on natural and living environments. To achieve the Okinawa Prefecture’s Environmental
Vision, we must work not only to achieve the basic objectives but also to resolve issues related to
the presence of U.S. military bases. The Okinawa Prefectural Government has regularly surveyed the
environment around bases, monitored aircraft noise, responded to buried waste in returned areas,
and required a review of the Japan-U.S. Status of Forces Agreement with the national and U.S.
governments. However, issues regarding the bases still remain.

Therefore, the main steps toward resolving issues related to military bases include measuring and
monitoring water quality around U.S. military facilities, responding to organofluorine compounds
pollution around U.S. military bases, requesting national responses to environmental accidents
stemming from U.S. military activities, responding to issues such as aircraft noise from the operation
of U.S. military bases, monitoring radiation, promoting policies of the Former Utilization of the Former
U.S. Military Bases, and completely implementing measures concerning the removal of
environmental issues. In addition, the Okinawa Prefectural Government is going to request of
national and U.S. governments’ responses to the issues if necessary.

Chapter 4 Role of each sector and guidelines for environmental consideration

1. The role of each sector

To achieve a sustainable, circulating, and inclusive society for inheriting an abundant blessing of
nature in Okinawa, each sector must fulfill its responsibility and role by enhancing all residents’
awareness of the environment, implementing environmental conservation in daily life, and adapting
the most suitable products with minimal consumption and waste to achieve a sustainable, circulating,
and inclusive society.

The role of various civilian organizations (such as NPOs) in conserving the environment becomes
more important year by year. They are expected to proactively implement environmental conservation
activities in cooperation with residents and business operators. Municipal governments are expected
to implement environmental conservation polices in accordance with the local characteristics
because these governments are the most familiar to residents.

In addition, in Okinawa Prefecture, governments, residents, business operators, the U.S. military,
and tourists need to recognize their responsibilities and roles and participate in environmental
conservation activities in partnership and cooperation with each other.

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3-1 Environmental guidelines when utilizing land in Okinawa Prefecture

When utilizing land in Okinawa Prefecture, it is necessary to grasp the environmental
characteristics and environmental considerations of the region in the early stage of utilization
planning.

Environmental guidelines for each land use

The environmental considerations for each land use are described below. It is also necessary to
consider cross-sectional structures and relationships between them, rather than considering each
land use category separately.

Agricultural lands: promote measures against red soil erosion, conserve agricultural land, and reduce environmental burdens.
Forests and moors: maintain and appropriately manage forests; basically conserve forests that should be protected and conserved.

Coastal areas, lakes, ponds, rivers, agricultural drainage channels, etc.: maintain and strengthen the natural function of water;
cleanup and beautify waterside spaces.

Roads: establish roadside drains that keep wildlife from going onto the roads and from which wildlife can easily escapes;
implement measures against roadkill.

Housing lands: secure green spaces, and build appropriate cities based on local natural characteristics related to disasters.
Others (recreational land, etc.): when securing land, harmonize with the natural landscape, and consider the natural environment.
Less-used lands: reuse less-used lands as open spaces for natural restoration.

U.S. military facilities and areas: promote the smooth utilization of returned areas by surveying and removing polluted
substances and unexploded bombs.

Environmental guidelines for each local area

Guidelines for Natural Environmental Conservation and Guidelines for the Conservation and
Sustainable Use of Biodiversity in Okinawa include environmental records that preserve
comprehensive evaluated rankings and environmental information for each local area for the purpose
of conserving and utilizing biodiversity in accordance with local environmental characteristics. Each
environmental record gives environmental guidelines to consider in each local area. The guidelines
of environmental considerations summarize the information (comprehensive evaluated rankings,
degree of priority for implementing conservation, etc., in the context of each environmental record)
that should be considered especially.

3-2 Environmental guidelines for various projects

The Environmental Impact Assessment Act and the Environmental Impact Assessment Ordinance
require that if a business project is predicted to have a big impact on the environment, the business
must abide by the procedures of the Act or the Ordinance. The other environmental considerations
in each project are described below.

@ Road construction and improvements: make efforts not to select the route for a road that negatively impacts rare animals
and plants

Railway construction and improvements: consider selecting a route that does not fragment local society.

Construction and reconstruction of rivers, dams, drainage canals, and erosion control dams: conserve and restore river
ecosystems (upstream and downstream, terrestrial, water areas, etc.) by ensuring a stable environment.

Power station installation or alteration: secure the buff zone around a facility, and use less-burdensome equipment.
Airfield installation or alteration: make efforts to secure sufficient buff facility zone
Landfills and reclamation: ensure that soil and sand for landfill are free from contamination by hazardous substances, etc.

Readjustment of land boundaries: conserve good forests as much as possible, and make efforts to develop green areas and
recreational water facilities.

Agricultural land development and improvements, installation of livestock husbandry facilities, and construction of
aquaculture facilities: make efforts to prevent water pollution and offensive odor.

Development of industrial parks, construction of factories and plants: make efforts not to build next to residential areas, etc.

Construction of housing areas and complexes: promote underground seepage of rainwater by improving permeable pavement,
etc., and make efforts to secure the local water cycle.

Construction or alteration of golf courses, sports and recreation facilities, or seaside resort facilities: be considerate of
endemic environments (natural environments and landscape using historical heritages) when improving facilities.

Installation or alteration of waste treatment facilities: when developing facilities, ensure that they are in harmony with the
surrounding land use situation.

Installation or alteration of sewage treatment facilities: make efforts to recycle and effectively use sewage sludge.
Quarrying and mining: make efforts not to quarry from a site where quarrying significantly blocks the landscape.
Breakwater construction and improvement: consider that changing the tidal stream causes the deterioration of water quality.
Others: make sufficient environmental considerations to minimize the effects on the environment.
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To achieve a sustainable, circulating, and inclusive society in Okinawa Prefecture, it is necessary
to implement environmental conservation activities according to the condition in each region.
Therefore, it is shown that examples of environmental considerations in each of the five regions—
the northern part of Okinawa Island, the central part of Okinawa Island, the southern part of Okinawa
Island, Miyako, and Yaeyama.

4-1 The northern Okinawa Island
At Natural World Heritage sites, build partnerships for natural environmental conservation and manage tourist sites.
Prevent illegal collection by implementing patrols, etc., in Yanbaru forest.

To prevent roadkill, establish roadside drains to prevent wildlife from going onto the roads but from which wildlife
can easily escape.

When utilizing the returned part of the Northern Training Area, Aha Training Area, etc., implement appropriate
natural environmental conservation, forest conservation, and developments, and utilize the resource of Yanbaru
forest.

4-2 The central Okinawa Island

Work to create a better environment and promote solutions to environmental issues stemming from U.S military
bases, because more U.S. military facilities and areas are located there.

Business operators should work to prevent noise and offensive odors by complying with regulatory standards, etc.

Conserve the precious natural environments that are left in “Utaki” (sacred place) forest, fault cliffs, etc., and
build accessible green spaces people can visit in less-green urban areas, thereby maintaining and improving
town landscapes.

For unimproved sections of rivers that are frequently flooded, implement the development of rivers based on the
basic concept of creating multi-natural rivers, and promote comprehensive rainwater measures

4-3 The southern Okinawa Islands
Okinawa Island
@ Continue to monitor aircraft (including Air Self-Defense Force jets) noise around Naha airport.

® Conserve the precious natural environments that are left in “Utaki” (sacred place) forests, fault cliffs, etc., and
build accessible green spaces people can visit in less-green urban areas, thereby maintaining and improving
town landscapes.

@ For unimproved sections of rivers that are frequently flooded, implement the development of rivers based on the
basic concept of creating multi-natural rivers, and promote comprehensive rainwater measures.

@ Appropriately manage mangrove forests in order to discourage the presence of bents and water birds.

® Promote the dissemination of technologies that reduce environmental impact through the expansion of
environmentally friendly agriculture by promoting suburban agriculture and cultivating eco-farms, etc., and
improve the production and supply system.

Isolated islands

® Reduce the amount of waste, reduce the weight of waste, and promote recycling.

® Promote the improvement of tourists’ comprehension and manners to conserve the coral reef ecosystem.

® Develop agriculture in harmony with island nature and life.

4-4 The Miyako region

@ Improve the public sewage system and living environmental infrastructure (roads, etc.) in the built-up area,
thereby improving the living environment.

@ Promote the development of forests (windbreaks and tide prevention forests, etc.), thereby maintaining and
improving landscapes and creating forests.

@ To conserve underground water, prevent the underground infiltration of polluted water and refrain from fertilizer
application beyond what is necessary.

@ Reduce the amount of waste, reduce the weight of waste, and promote recycling.

4-5 The Yaeyama region
® Conserve “Utaki” forest and homestead woodlands, thereby maintaining and improving landscapes.

® Promote the development of a public sewage system in urban areas, and implement land readjustment projects
according to the urban area’s outer boundaries, thereby creating a comfortable living environment.

@At Natural World Heritage registered sites, build a natural environmental conservation system, and appropriately
manage tourist sites.

® Prevent illegal collection by implementing a patrol.

@ To prevent roadkill, establish roadside drains to prevent wildlife from going onto the roads but from which wildlife
can easily escape.

® Reduce the amount of waste, reduce the weight of waste, and promote recycling.
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Chapter 5 Promoting the plan

1. Structure for promoting the plan

To achieve the Okinawa Prefecture’s Environmental Vision, to create a sustainable, circulating, and
inclusive society for inheriting an abundant blessing of nature in Okinawa, it is important for various
sectors to act. They should recognize that their activities negatively impact the environment. In
addition, these sectors must address environmental issues by building partnerships between them.
These partners consist of national, prefectural, and municipal governments; business operators;
residents of Okinawa Prefecture; visitors to the prefecture (tourists, etc.); civilian organizations
(NPOs, etc.); financial institutions; research institutions (universities, etc.); and the U.S. military.

Therefore, the Okinawa Prefectural Government will build partnerships between national and
municipal governments, exchange information about the environment with each other, and request
collaboration to address environmental issues.

In addition, to encourage environmental conservation with all residents, the Okinawa Prefectural
Government promotes involvement in environmental conservation activities by every resident. It
publicizes this plan, proactively provides information about the environment, and builds partnerships
in cooperation with residents, business operators, and civilian organizations (NPOs, etc.).

In order to promote the Third Okinawa Prefecture Basic Environment Plan, the Basic Environment
Plan Promotion Conference, which consists of an interdepartmental organization within the Okinawa
Prefectural Government, will manage the progress of this plan.

Chairman: Vice Governor in Charge of Environmental Affairs
Vice Chairman: Division General of Department of Environmental Affairs

Publicizing the plan and promoting public awareness

To enhance the effectiveness of this plan, it is important to disseminate its contents by various
methods so residents can understand and proactively implement environmental conservation
activities. Therefore, the Okinawa Prefectural Government will publicize this plan widely, by making
and distributing the plan publicly and by utilizing diverse media (internet, etc.). In addition, Okinawa
Prefecture’'s environmental conservation activity hub, Okinawa Prefecture’s regional environmental
center, will collect, provide, and lend environmental information and texts, and will arrange lectures.
As shown in 3-5, V participating in environmental conservation activities and inheritance by
environmental education, the Okinawa Prefectural Government will implement various public
awareness and education activities about the environment. Furthermore, by utilizing Okinawa SDGs
Partners, in order to cooperate with registered organizations on SDGs Partners and implementations
promoted by this plan, the Okinawa Prefectural Government works to increase public awareness.

4. Financial and other measures for promotion of the plan

The Okinawa Prefectural Government makes efforts in necessary financial and other measures to
implement the policies described in this plan. In doing so, the Okinawa Prefectural Government will
consider the plan’s progress, the environmental conditions, and so on, and will take appropriate
action to ensure that the policies are promoted in a comprehensive and well-planned manner.

5. Promoting surveys and research: enhancing monitoring and observation systems

To responding to complex and diverse environmental issues, the Okinawa Prefectural Government
will continue environmental monitoring in the future. Additionally, the Okinawa Prefectural
Government promotes the implementation of surveys and research about global environmental
issues and hazardous chemical substances about which many aspects, such as mechanisms and
impacts, have yet to be revealed. In addition, monitoring and observation systems will be improved
by building cooperation between prefectural research institutions, the national government,
universities, and other organizations.
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
