While feeling angry
is normal, it is important to learn how to manage anger in a healthy way if you aim to live a better
life. Recently, rmuch attention has been paid to anger management by many people with different

Anger management refers to the process of recognizing, understanding, and controlling one’s anger
to prevent it from causing harm to oneself or others. The goal of anger management is not to suppress
or eliminate the feelings of anger, because anger is an innate emotion that plays an important role in
self-protection. Rather, anger management is a technique that aims to equip people with the skills to
manage their emotional and physical responses to anger in a constructive manner.
